Earlier this year, two 3—F competitions were organised at Linwood,
with the Ffollowing results. These were low budget competitions with
attractive medal prizes and produced a number of personal bests from
aspiring 3—F shooters.

These shoots particularly showed a growing interest in 3-FP, with
some shooters travelling considerable distances for thess open
compatitions. With a few more entries, it would be worth considering
the introduction of a classification system, so more entries from Z-F
shooters of all abilities are invited.

We hope to be able to run these again in 1988, possibly even as a
Z—F-GF but to form a competition series, we need more outdoor ranges
passed +for 3-F shooting. We know about Tain which can accommodate B
shooters.
